ARTICLE  ONE:
To see if the Town will vote to authorize the Board of Selectmen to appoint, on an annual basis, a three member Park and Recreation Committee, to advise the Board on the adoption and implementation of rules and regulations for the Town’s management and oversight of its parks and recreational facilities, or take any other action relative thereto. 
ARTICLE  TWO:
To see if the Town will vote to authorize the Board of Selectmen to accept a gift of land from HML Vineyard Realty LLC consisting of approximately 1.8 acres located at 472 Lighthouse Road, Aquinnah, Massachusetts, identified on Aquinnah Assessor’s Map 5, Lot 100 (“the Premises”) for conservation purposes.  The gift shall be accepted with the following condition: “the land be maintained in its natural state in perpetuity, pursuant to M.G.L. c. 184, sec. 23, with no buildings or structures thereon, including but not limited to parking areas, other than a bench donated by the Grantor and a bicycle rack for not more than six (6) bicycles.”

And you are hereby directed to serve this warrant by posting up attested copies at the Schoolhouse/Library and Town Hall in said Town at least fourteen days prior to time of said meeting.  Hereof, fail not, and make due return of this warrant with your doings thereon to the Town Clerk at the time and place of said meeting.
